Bacteria: The Biggest Weapon against Harmful Textile Dyes

Role of Bacteria in Bioreme-
diation of Textile Dyes

Numerous studies were devoted to
elimination of textile effluent. These include
physicochemical methods such as filtration,
specific coagulation, and use of activated
carbon and chemical flocculation,
precipitation, ion exchange, adsorption,
electrochemical processes and membrane
processes. However, some limitations in this
process can be pointed out, such as cost, low
efficiency, labour-intensive operation, and
lack of selectivity of the process. Bio treatment
offers a cheaper and environmentally
friendlier alternative for the textile effluent and
metal removal. The ubiquitous nature of
microorganism makes them invaluable tools
in the effluent bio treatment. A number of
biotechnological approaches have been
suggested by recent research as of potential
interest in combating this pollution source in
an eco-efficient manner. Bacteria capable of
dye decolorization, either in pure cultures or in
consortia, have been reported.

About Present Research Work

The Present Study is focused on the
Bioremediation and Detoxification of textile
dyesfrom textile industrial effluent in Solapur
district by using bacterial culture at laboratory
scale.

Total 50 different dyes were screened. Out of
which 7 dyes having approved grade were
selected for this research work. These dyes
were Red ED3, Golden Yellow HER Orange

F2R, Blue RGB, Red F2R, Yellow HE4G and
Amond H5G.

the collected soil and water samples
acclimatized by adding increasing
concentration of seven dyes for the period of
one month daily. These acclimatized samples
were used for isolation of prominent dye
degrading bacteria.

The isolation and screening of promising
isolates was carried out by using nutrient
medium containing 100 ppm respective dye
concentration. Total 500 isolates were isolated
from acclimatized samples out of them total
35 bacteria were having highest efficiency for
dye degradation. Hence they were selected for
further study.

The identification of efficient isolates under
study was carried out by Morphological,
Biochemical and 16s rRNA sequencing.

The 16S rRNA sequencing was done at IIT
Powai, Mumbai. The sequence was submitted
to EBlI (European Bioinformatics Institute).
Sequence was analyzed at the National
Center for Biotechnology Information
(BethesdaMD)(http//:www.nbi.nlm.nih.gov/B
LAST) for closed homology using BLASTn
algorithm. The sequences downloaded from
the NCBI database were aligned by using
CLUSTALX2 multiple sequence alignment
tools. Phylogenetic tree building was
performed using MEGA 4.0.

In order to achieve maximum decolorization
of dyes, the optimization of various cultural
conditions viz. effect of Temperature, pH,
Inoculum size, Dye concentration, Carbon
sources, Nitrogen sources, Nutrient broth,
Half strength nutrient broth, Cell-free extract
was carried out.

Decolorization of the textile effluent was
analyzed using a Spectrophotometer (Hitachi
U 2800, Tokyo, Japan).

Enzymes involved in the degradation of dyes

were assayed and metabolites formed after
degradation was analyzed.

The analysis and confirmation of byproducts
formed after dye degradation was performed

An assessment of the toxic ity of tvypi()(hl( is
formed after dye degradation was carried out
by phytotoxicity and Microbial toxicity studies

The metabolic pathway of dye degradation
was then proposed with the }'u‘il\ of GC-MS
analysis report at lIT Powai, Mumbai

The characterization of textile effluent was
examined on the basis of TSS, TDS, TS, COD,
BOD, [.)H, toxic i?y etc.

Finally the isolated bacterial species were
exploited for treatment of textile effluent by
using single bacterium and bacterial
Consortia.

From the present research it can be
concluded that all of the bacterial species
under study were having excellent potential
for the bioremediation of harmful and toxic
textile dye from textile effluent which is very
cost effective, easy and Eco-friendly approach
and will definitely lead to a green Technology.
In other words these bacteria are the biggest

weapon against textile dyes.
